RE: Statement of Intent/Compliance Statement — Design Review for Service Provider

Dear Commission:

Please accept this application for design review for a Service Provider for a new business that
will replace the existing contractor business that is located at 400 E. 52™ Street in Garden City.
A conditional use permit was approved for the use on July 20, The approval was for the
substitution of one contractor for another in an existing office, warehouse and service and
storage yard. The proposed use is for a small concrete contractor that has an office, stores
materials and vehicles, and has those vehicles go out to a job site, with no manufacturing,
mixing, or customer pick-up occurring on-site. The business will include a small showroom that
will be open to the public. The current use of the property is an electrical contractor that
currently uses the property in a similar manner to the proposed.

Site

The site currently has an office and warehouse, in addition to the storage yard that is located on
the west side of the property. The proposed concrete contractor will utilize the warehouse to
store equipment, supplies and the two, large “mud” trucks inside the enclosed structure. The yard
area will be used to store sand and rock, and will include a parking area for a front end loader
and 3 service pick-up trucks with trailers. There will also be a washout area for the trucks that
come back from the job site to wash. A proposed silo will be located west of the warehouse and
will contain the dry concrete mix that will be loaded daily into the trucks, along with other
materials that will travel to the job site where they will be mixed and applied. The yard will be
constructed with recycled asphalt to maintain a dustless environment and also to assist with
drainage of the yard. The showroom will serve clients that may want to pick out colors or stamp
options. The parking area for the office and showroom will be located in the existing lot at the
east end of the property off 52" Street. All work vehicles and materials will be located away
from existing residential districts and buffered by the office and warehouse. New landscaping,
including a new sidewalk adjacent to 52™ Street and Remington will provide bike and pedestrian
circulation down 52™ Street and Remington to the greenbelt. The existing six foot high chain ~
link fence will be provided with screening to buffer the entire yard area of stored vehicles and



materials. The site has existing parking, landscaping, signage and fencing that will be replaced,
repaired or modified to meet current City Code and conditions from the CUP. There will not,
however, be any major remodeling or changes to the buildings at this time.

Objectives 8-4C

The existing structures are located in an area of transition, from existing commercial uses to
residential uses on the east side of the property. Through the inclusion of a new, detached
sidewalk along the entire boundary of the subject site, several objectives to the relationship of the
site and safe bike and pedestrian circulation are met. This area of 52™ Street and Remington
Street is part of the greenbelt system of the Boise River. Due to the low intensity of the proposed
use and the nature of the business, interference with the safe circulation of the public will be at a
minimum. The existing parking lot provides for 4 spaces. Because this is an existing site,
screening of the parking lot is not possible. The landscape plan does show a new shade tree being
installed that will provide shade to within 100’ of the parking area. The property does
incorporate new landscaping with the existing to bring the property into Code compliance. A 6’
planter strip between the street and the new sidewalk will be provided along with street trees
every 50 feet. The new and existing landscaping will be provided with sprinkler irrigation, and
all plants and trees will be climate sensitive. The existing structure is to remain in its current
condition, with only minor cosmetic upgrades and repairs being made. The building is
constructed out of concrete block (shop), with rock walls around the office. The roof and fagade
is metal, colored blue. There are blue accents in the white block wall areas. The showroom that
will be created within the office portion of the building will provide the community interaction
that is sought by the City. Rather than just a contractors use, the showroom will allow the public
the opportunity to visit the property, and, being on the greenbelt with new sidewalks, public
interest and benefit will be obtained.

Signage
There are two existing signs on the building that will be replaced with the new owners name and
logo. The south facing sign is 30” x 84" (approximately 19 sq ft) and the east facing sign is

187x48” (approximately 6 sq ft). The site plan shows a future monument sign that will be part of
a future sign application.
